Larrakeyah Outfall Closure Plan

What is the Larrakeyah
Outfall Closure Plan?

The Larrakeyah Outfall Closure Plan forms part of
Power and Water's broader Darwin Region Sewerage
Strategy that aims to:

e provide capacity for a growing population and
industry base;

e improve the performance of the region's sewage
treatment and disposal facilities; and

¢ reduce potential impacts on the environment from
sewerage operations.

The Larrakeyah Outfall Closure Plan project supports
the elimination of untreated sewage discharges to the
Darwin Harbour from the Larrakeyah sewage outfall
and will ensure that all sewage discharged to Power
and Water's sewerage systems is treated prior to
discharge to the environment.

The plan overleaf illustrates the program works for
the project.

Works completed so far

e A new trunk sewer in Mitchell Street.

e A new trunk sewer at Dinah Beach along
Tiger Brennan Drive.

e A new sewage pumping station at Dinah Beach.

¢ A new sewage rising main from Dinah Beach to
Parap.

e Upgrades to the Frances Bay sewage pumping
station.

e Upgrades to the Parap trunk sewer.

e Upgrades to the various facilities at Ludmilla
Wastewater Treatment Plant.

Works to be undertaken

e Works to the value of $1 million are currently
underway at the Frances Bay sewage pumping
station (new switchboards and pumps) and the

Ludmilla Wastewater Treatment Plant (odour control

and new effluent pumps).

¢ Diversion works to deliver sewage from the
Larrakeyah catchment to the Dinah Beach
trunk sewer.

e Further upgrades to the Ludmilla Wastewater
Treatment Plant.

e Duplication of the East Point effluent rising main.
e Extension of the East Point outfall.

The project’s objectives and timeframes are directed
by Power and Water’s Larrakeyah outfall wastewater
discharge license issued by the Department of Natural
Resources, Environment and the Arts. Outstanding

October 2011 at a total cost of $35 million.
