Introduction

Power and Water is pleased to announce the release of an update of the Water and
Sewage Products Manual.

The Water and Sewage Products Manual identifies those strategic products which Power
and Water have approved for use in the creation of infrastructure to be incorporated into
the Power and Water’s water supply and sewerage networks.

The last update was in April 2005.
What’'s Changed?

As outlined in Connection Code Bulletin 2006 — 1, Power and Water now permits the use
of Series (blue) PVC pressure pipe for potable water distribution in DN200 and larger sizes
(up to and including DN375).

Series 2 PVC-M pressure pipe in DN200 and larger sizes from Iplex, Tyco and Vinidex is
now approved for use in Power and Water potable water systems.

For sewer rising mains, Series 1 PVC pressure pipe will continue to be used in all sizes.
This aligns with Water Services Association of Australia (WSAA) codes.

The Products Manual has been updated to align with AS/NZS 2280:2004 for ductile iron
pipe and fittings. The option for ductile iron pipe and fittings to BS EN 571 has been
withdrawn.

A number of new ductile iron fittings (eg. pre-tapped connectors) have been added.

The use of seal coat to limit leaching of calcium from cement mortar linings is now
recommended for Darwin, Yulara and Borroloola. For Adelaide River, Pine Creek and
Kings Canyon, seal coat may be required dependent on the flows and pipe diameter.
Designers should obtain technical advice from the pipe suppliers on the suitability of seal
coat.

For mild steel cement mortar lined pipes, external diameters and wall thicknesses
previously used by Power and Water have been listed. For specific applications,
manufacturers of spiral-welded pipe can often tailor the pipe size to match hydraulic
designs.

A number of new mechanical couplings have been listed in Maintenance Products.
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In Surface and Sub-Surface Accessories, the specification for marker posts for use in rural
areas has changed to use a square hollow section.

Under Property Connections, a ball valve type meter tap has been included for use with
DN20 and DN25 meters that have integral dual check valves.

Under Maintenance Structures (sewer access chambers), specification SGO 01-S1 has
been withdrawn and specification SGO 01-S1B is currently under review. It is intended to
alter specification SGO 01-S1B to use those cements and aggregates readily available in
the Territory in conjunction with cement additives to obtain a more durable product at
minimal additional cost.

The following examples indicate who may
need to access and use the Water and Sewage Products Manual when involved in a
project that will create any new water supply and/or sewerage infrastructure for Power and
Water’s ownership, operation and renewal:

Designers need to ensure their designs are utilising approved products

A person ordering materials or equipment needs to ensure they are ordering
approved products

A person supplying materials or equipment needs to ensure they are approved
products

A constructor constructing water supply or sewerage infrastructure needs to
ensure they are using approved products

A construction supervisor needs to ensure infrastructure is constructed using
approved products
